106 – Tommy Aloi has been rock solid this season. But then again, the Forest Park junior is in the midst of one of the most competitive weight classes in the state of Virginia.  The old adage “On any given day” applies to this weight class as many of the wrestlers have taken turns knocking off each other.  Aloi and currently undefeated Johnny Lopez are battling it out for the top spot.  Lopez shares a lot of similarities between last year’s Mountain View 103lb Connor Maenz.  Maenz was an extremely talented wrestler who was propelled by a big 11-2 signature win in December of 2010 over Sean Badua.  Badua as you know was a state runner up while Maenz finished 5th.  Like Maenz, Lopez has a signature win over a top talent in South County’s Hunter Manley by a 10-4 margin.  Perhaps Lopez being a battle tested senior will allow him to capture the top spot at the podium.  If he is to falter though, look for Aloi to be one to step up.  His victory in the finals of the 757 Sundevil Challenge championship demonstrated how tough of a draw he can be.  His title clinching 9-8 victory over Kellam sophomore, Sean Button, was proof of that.  Sean Badua is obviously talented and capable of defeating anyone in the state tournament.  New to the high school scene is Hanover freshman, JD Gregory.  He has claimed championships at the Hopewell Classic and War on the Shore.  He has two wins over Colonial Forge junior, Bryce Gentry (4-2, 4-1) and a 1-1 sudden victory win over Cox’s Gabe Gibson. Kellam’s Sean Button, Forge’s Bryce Gentry, and South County’s Hunter Manley have all taken turns beating each other by two points.  With Button knocking of Manley 4-2, Manley winning 8-6 over Gentry, and Gentry claiming a 10-8 decision over Button.  Cox junior, Gabe Gibson is on the cusp, losing a couple close matches to Gregory and Gentry (4-2).  Manley is one of the few wrestlers to knock off Badua this season, with a 1-0 victory and is the latest example of how unpredictable this weight class has been and will continue to be.  Sophomores Isaiah Foster of Franklin County, Brandon Olsen of Indian River, and Zachary Nifong are waiting to capitalize if the brackets fall right.

113 – Defending state champion Cody Stageberg is off to a great start on the year.  His 8-0 record at the Marine Corps. Battlefield Duals reflects the level he is currently wrestling at.  Dalton Henderson of Ocean Lakes placed 6th in the state tournament a season ago.  However, the junior has pinned the majority of his opponents so far this season and looks like a strong candidate to stand a little higher on the podium.  One of his tougher matches though came in the form of a 9-5 decision win over Kabir Gill of South County.  Thomas Dale Freshman, Corey Leonard, is quietly making a name for himself and could surprise a lot of people come tournament time.  His run to the championship showed how promising this young man’s career will become.  James Cusack of Marshall took second at the Nova Classic and should make an impact in the post season.  Great Bridge sophomore, Eric Merriam is the third wrestler out of the East region to be in the mix for a top 8 placement at states.  Which says a lot about the depth and talent in the Eastern region.  A pair of freshman are making some noise in the lower weights.  Josue Beltran of Mountain View has had very good success out of the games of his high school wrestling career.  Among his victories is a 6-3 win over Osbourn junior, Herbert Berious and a 6-4 victory over Kabir Gill of South County for the 3rd place.  However, Gill claimed a 4-3 victory earlier in the tournament.  Meanwhile, fellow freshman Jeff Stone of Colonial Forge proved to be one point better than Beltran by a count of 8-7.  Berious has consistently won throughout the season and has a 9-2 victory over Kellam’s Jimmy Samonte.  In similar fashion, Robinson’s Lucas Sodergren has a 9-4 decision over Samonte as well.  Matoaca’s Dylan Shuster lost a close 7-5 decision to Leonard in the finals of the Richmond Invitational.  The sophomore will look to place this year after losing to the eventual champion and 4th place finisher in last year’s tournament.  Louis Aceves of Osbourn Park could factor in by season’s end.  As could sophomore Brandon Olsen of Indian River.

120 – Robert Dooley of Madison and Brett Campbell of Westfield are two seniors leading the way in a weight class filled with underclassman.  Campbell finished 3rd at states a season ago.  He owns a 3-2 victory over Matoaca freshman, Neil Richards. Campbell also has a 4-0 victory over Cam Timok and a 5-0 decision over Kellam’s Hayden Felch.  Robert Dooley took first at the Nova Classic with an impressive 11-4 win over Broad Run’s Angel Rios.  Eddie Bracey of Ocean Lakes split matches with Dooley in last year’s state tournament.  Bracey shutout Felch 7-0, decisioned Forest park’s Skyler Trumpower 4-1, and pinned Tucker’s Braxton Walker on the season.  Neil Richards is the next in line of talented Matoaca freshman.  Richards split two matches with Colonial Forge senior, Connor Mairena at the Hopewell Classic.  He also lost a heartbreaking 3-2 match to Brett Campbell at the same tournament.  He rebounded a couple of weeks later with a first place finish at the Richmond Invitational tournament.  On his path to the championship, he defeated Hermitage’s Cam Timok by a score of 3-0.  Timok defeated Lee Davis’s Sawyer Barksdale  and Colonial Forge’s Connor Mairena with a pair of 5-2 victories at the Hopewell Classic.  Connor Mairena is talented and dangerous of pulling off some big wins, including an 8-1 over Robinson’s William Riggs.  Speaking of Riggs, he is flying under the radar a little bit, but does have a pair of two point wins over Hayden Felch (10-8) and Skyler Trumpower (7-5).  He also major decisioned Cox’s Brett Saine 12-2.  Saine went 7-1 at the Marine Corp. Battlefield Duals and could place.  Michael Flora is a talented junior from Hanover who will be battle tested coming out of the Central Region and will look to place.  Sadly, Mountain View sophomore Connor Maenz is out for the season.  He is a wrestler who could have placed very high if not push for the title.  We wish him a speedy recovery.

Then, came the championship match at the Hopewell Classic where Forge’s Michael Hayes lost a close 5-4 decision.  However, Jeske scored a second period pin in his rematch at the Marine Corp. Battlefield Duals to cement himself at the top.  So it may be up to the other returning state champion in Annandale’s Dane Harlowe to add to the excitement of the state tournament.  After the top three sits Matoaca sophomore Kyle Gordon.  Gordon who placed top eight in states a season as ago already owns a convincing 20-9 victory over Nick Mason of Godwin in the finals of the Richmond Invitational.  His toughest competition during that tournament came from Cody Marion the form of a narrow 3-2 victory for Gordon.   Patrick Henry’s John Stiles is a returning regional champion.  Garrett Maged of Stone Bridge placed 4th in the Nova Classic.  Collin Van Allen is a senior from Lee Davis who won the Lee Davis Holiday Classic and finished 4th at the Hopewell Classic. 132 – CJ Jablonski is a former state runner up who is eyeing the title after coming so close a year ago.  Can he hold off the challenge of Forest Park junior, Dennis Gustafson, remains to be seen.  Gustafson won the Sundevil challenge with a 7-1 decision over Kellam’s Christian Olanowski.  Gustafson also placed a solid 6th at the Beast of the East.  Olanowski and Jablonski are going neck and neck for the next two spots.  Olanowski has a 5-2 victory over a very strong Henry Majano of Wakefield.  Majano, a returning state runner up has a 3-2 victory over the always tough Brock Jacobson of Edison.  Defending state champion Camden Anderson is the wild card.  How he handles the huge jump up of four weight classes could be the key for how this weight class shakes out.  Tony Neis of Colonial Forge has a pair of wins of Matoaca sophomore (Major dec. & Pin) to offset some of the tough losses he has endured to Olanowski (2-1) and Jablonski twice (3-0, 3-2).  Neis also exhibited his toughness with an 8-2 victory over Jerry Ronnau of Midlothian.  Chase Colley of Hermitage, a state qualifier a season ago, recently lost a close 3-2 match to Ronnau at the Hanover Hawk Duals.  Jamarr Hairston of Matoaca could do some damage as evident by his 2-1 victory over Brock Jacobson on his way to the Richmond Invitational title.

138 – This is a weight class that could go a number of directions come tournament.  Many wrestlers have the ability to knock each other off.  The Hopewell Classic was the first test for many of the wrestlers on this list.  Derek Arnold of Westfield won the tournament with victories over Sahid Kargbo of Hayfield (8-2), Taylor Misuna of Grassfield (7-1), and Gary Woods of Colonial Forge (2-0) in the finals.  Misuna is a young, but capable wrestler.  He placed in the state tournament last year with all of his losses coming by one point.  Including two to the first (Harlowe) and third place (Arnold) finisher.  Misuna also has a 4-1 win over Woods, a 3rd period pin over Kargbo, and a 9-0 major decision over Dashon Eure of Cox on his resume.  Santiago Valdez finished 3rd a season ago and has picked up where he left off.  Valdez has a pair of victories over Gary Woods (5-3, 6-3) as well as a 3-1 victory over Ross Benzel of Kellam. Benzel on the other hand took advantage of heading to overtime to claim a 6-4 victory over Derek Arnold at the Marine Corp. Battlefield Duals.   Benzel also added a 7-1 decision over Woods.  Sahid Kargbo of Hayfield also took advantage of the Battlefield Duals stage by knocking off Arnold 5-1 and Benzel 7-5.  He has really picked up the intensity.  The win over Arnold avenges the previously mentioned loss from the Hopewell Classic.  Dashon Eure of Cox has been on the losing end of many close matches to wrestlers on this list, but has proven before that he is capable of placing in the state tournament.  Gary Woods has a couple of quality wins over Eure (1-0, 3-2) and a 4-0 victory over Marcus Brown of Stafford. Osbourn’s Kyle Hollcroft is key to this weight class as his efforts on the season are noteworthy.  Brayden Manchester of James River finished 3rd in the state two seasons ago and should factor in here.  Marcus Brown won the Richmond Invitational with a solid 5-1 win over Tucker Proffitt of JR Tucker.

The senior is not alone though as Salem’s Zach Kechter is a strong wrestler who could continue to take control of this weight class like he did this past weekend with an 8-4 victory over Martino.  Could this finally be his year after he has taken 2nd and 3rd the last two years respectively (Only losing to the eventual state champion each year)?  Despite a few narrow losses to tough competition, Murphy has the ability to bounce back in the postseason.  The junior did finish as a runner-up at the Hopewell Classic and defeated Timmy Antonelli of Kellam 6-0.  A surprise candidate for a top four finish could be Patrick Henry’s Will Ford as he edged Murphy 3-1.
