2012 – District Tournament “Observations”

- Down Go the District Champs – Aside from Matoaca’s convincing first place finish in the Central District, the other three districts proved to be that anything can happen.  Cosby won the Dominion District by 29 points (236.5 to 207.5) on the strength of claiming six of eight championship matches.  They almost won a seventh individual district title, but Midlothian’s Austin Ingram was able to hold off Nick Powis of Cosby, 6-5.  Ingram was one of 5 individual champions for Midlothian.  The key for Midlothian was winning the close matches.  Midlothian was 3-0 in Finals matches decided by two points or less.  

In the Colonial and Capital Districts, Tucker and Hanover were not as fortunate.  Deep Run 
(Colonial) and Lee Davis) demonstrated that strong individual performances can propel a team to the title.  Deep Run kept it close on the strength of a total team effort as they advanced 12 wrestlers to the regional tournament.  However, they won just enough in the finals though as they claimed three of individual championships.  However, two of those wins came head to head against the Tigers.  Coincidentally, that proved to be the difference as Tucker, who placed seven in the finals, only saw Tucker Proffitt walk away with the title.  Godwin, tied Deep Run for the second most individual title winners.  However it was Hermitage that led the way with four champions.  

	Lee Davis came into the tournament knowing that had the capability of stepping up in an individual tournament format.   This is exactly what they did in claiming one of the closest district tournament races in recent memory.  Lee Davis squeaked out a 206.5 to 203 point advantage on the strength of advancing ten wrestlers to next weekend’s Central Region tournament.  All of whom finished third place or higher.  Hanover led the way with six individual champions (out of seven possible).    However, the Hawks struggled in the consolation finals, dropping all four matches.  Things fell right for Lee Davis and their overall team depth took advantage of the opportunity.  

	Now we can look at this one of two ways.  The first being that some teams are better suited for dual matches while other teams perform better in tournaments.  I however prefer to look at from a different perspective.  The range of teams that could finish top five in the region looks much broader than previously expected.  It is no longer head to head so much as it is who can survive a grueling two day tournament next weekend with the most wrestlers placing.  It was twenty years ago when Tucker won the Region without an individual champion.  So just like this weekend, anything can happen.  


	- Deep Run’s run through the regular season was average by their recent standards.  Coach Leale though saved his best for last.  Lost in the hype of Godwin and Tucker contending for the regular season title was the depth of Deep Run’s Program.  Led by Senior Matt Lassiter and the youngest Walsh (Dolan), they proved their team goes far beyond these two wrestlers.  Year after year Coach Leale does a great job of preparing his wrestlers for the postseason.  


	- It was a pleasant surprise to see Armstrong advance four to the Central Region tournament.  Two of which who lost in the finals of the Capital District tournament.  The program in my opinion has taken a big step forward.  Likewise, Highland Springs continues to send a handful of guys to the regional tournament. Glen Allen advanced seven to the region tournament, six of who fought back through the wrestlebacks.  John Marshall also advanced a wrestler to the regional tournament from the Colonial District.  The coaches of these programs have done a fantastic job of improving their programs from where they were a season ago.  I know they don’t receive the recognition they deserve, but at this pace it will not be too long before their efforts are recognized throughout the region.  

	- Ten to twelve years ago, Petersburg produced some very talented heavyweights.  They had a fantastic heavyweight coach who maximized the talent of some very strong wrestlers.  Well, the coach has since left.  However, Coach Hal Miles continues to get the most out of his heavyweights.  This season Petersburg heavyweight, Ray Prosise, went from being unseeded to district champion in a matter of hours.  He has the size and strength to place in the region.  An accomplishment that five additional Petersburg wrestlers will look to do next weekend.  We don’t usually hear much from Petersburg during the regular season but Coach Miles continues to stress the importance of hard work on and off the mat to guide these young men.  


	- Thomas Dale is looking to bring its program back to the level of five to ten years ago.  Senior Alex Turley and freshman Corey Leonard are leading by example.  Both claimed district titles this past weekend.  However, the team as a whole stepped up by advancing nine wrestlers to next week’s regional tournament.  As a result, they placed a respectable third at the Central District tournament.  

	
- Zack Relford has seemingly taken a giant step forward in his junior year.  His convincing 9-1 victory over Matoaca’s Allen Roots was not only impressive.  It puts Relford as the top challenger to Omar Howard for the coveted Central Region title.  I sure hope these two fall on opposite sides of the brackets.  


- Midlothian’s Jerry Ronnau and LC Bird’s Sean Thompson engaged in another low scoring, tight battle.  This time Ronnau got the best of Thompson, 3-1.  A third match between these two would be a treat to watch at the Central Region tournament.  However, the only that would happen is if they both made the regional final.  Which although, not out of the realm of possibility, Matoaca’s Jamarr Hairston will have plenty to say about it.  He is coming into the tournament on the heels of a Most Outstanding Wrestler performance in the Central District tournament.
